COMMENTARY 

The Department of Budget and Management annually updates this ten-year summary of all State-owned and non-
State owned capital improvement projects and programs that are authorized by the General Assembly, except for 
those of the Department of Transportation. 

The capital improvements listed in this document are financed by five principal types of funding:
1) Maryland Consolidated Capital Bond Loan, which the Maryland General Assembly enacts to authorize the 

sale of bonds to finance improvements to a specific facility owned by a local government or nonprofit 
organization. 

2) General Funds, which are used to finance projects which are not suited by nature or law to bond funding. 
When State revenues suffice, General Funds are also used to increase the scope and funding of the Capital 
Improvement Program. Appropriations of General Funds for capital projects are included in the State Budget 
Bill. 

3) Special Funds, which are generated by activities of certain units of State government. Projects funded from
this source are identified in appropriation language in the State Budget Bill. 

4) Federal Funds, which are also appropriated for specific projects in the State Budget Bill. 
5) Revenue Bonds, which are issued by certain State agencies, such as State higher education institutions, the 

Maryland Department of the Environment, and the Maryland Stadium Authority.
